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Nightmare no more: Freeway frees Gilbert

In 1985, the idea had to seem ridiculous to a lot of people: A freeway in tiny, little Gilbert? The
farm town's population hovered around a few thousand, and bad traffic meant you had to dodge a
stray cow or farmer crawling along in his combine. "There were some who didn't think we should
have a freeway," Gilbert Mayor Steve Berman said. "They thought it would ruin our agricultural
and openspace lifestyle."

Freeway or not, the town boomed to 180,000 residents - and at times it seems like everyone of
those people is stuck on the town's overburdened roads.

But next week, the Santan Freeway stretch through Gilbert will open, just in time for morning rush
hour.

Twelve miles are set to open Monday from Gilbert to Ellot roads.

Drivers like Tamara Drennan are anxious to shave time off their commutes.

The Johnson Ranch resident said congestion on Gilbert's roads results in a 90-minute trip home
from her job at a software company at Loop 101 and Chaparral Road.

She goes home at 3 p.m. but goes to work at 4 a.m., when it takes just an hour to make the trip.

"I selected that job because of the hours, because I can leave early in the morning," Drennan said.

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But she figures the full benefits of Loop 202 are still two years off, when the final stretch is
built north of U.S. 60 to complete the loop.

"I'm anxious for the entire 202 to be done," Drennan said.

The 12 miles of new freeway will do a lot tohelp Gilbert roads, said Eric Anderson,
transportation director for the Maricopa Association of Governments.

But drivers wil run into a bottleneck where northbound Loop 202 ends at U.S. 60, he said,
until the full loop is completed.

The impact of that wil go beyond helping crowded local streets.

"That will take a lot of pressure off U.S. 60," Anderson said.
The completed Loop 202 will carry 120,000 to 140,000 cars a day through Gilbert, Anderson
said.

But with just the section south of U.S. 60 open, he expects 50,000 to 80,000 cars a day.

Drivers should expect traffic fluctuations for about a month, Anderson said, as drivers
experiment with various roads to see what's fastest for them.

The freeway's benefits go beyond transportation and commerce. Even pedestrians, bicyclists
and equestrians benefit through a trail system and three parks.

Gilbert worked with ADOT to plan these features in areas that, in some cases, would have
otherwise been deserted drainage basins along the freeway.

"It creates a linkage instead of a barrier," Gilbert spokesman Greg Svelund said.

Berman looks forward to the freeway relieving another kind of pressure - anger from voters.

Though other entities are responsible for freeway planning and construction, residents of
Gilbert and other communities call the mayor to vent about congestion.

"I get more complaints about traffic than anything else in the world," Berman said.

Santan segment opening facts

once.

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Chandler's airport is emerging
as center of coinmercialboom

Development around the once-rural
ChandlÙ Municipal Airport is poised
to take off before the end of the year,
and the building boom could be the big-
gest commercial growth spurt in city
history. .

Spurred by completion of the San-
'tan Freeway, the boom includes sev-
eral multistory office complexes,

manufacturing plants, showrooms,
shops. and a hotel on land that once

housed dairy cattle and alfalfa fields,
. members Of the city's Airport Com-

mission learned Wednesday.
It will bring an estimated 25,000

high-paying jobs and turn the nine-

square-mile airpark area into an em-
ployment hub similar to the city's,
Price Road Corridor, said Christine
MacKay, city economic-development
specialist.

"I've been trying to get people to
build out here for years. They'd look at

me and say, 'Please take me back
to civilization,' " MacKay said.

Now; investors who saw past
the dirt roads and tractors are

making big profits. MacKay said
land that was sellng for less than
$2 a square footfive years ago is
going for $8 to $15 a square foot.
Where there once were 5,760
acres open for development, only
540 acres remain available and de-

velopers are clamoring to get in.
Bob Crum, broker for CB Rich-

ard Ells, repI'esents the largest

business development, the 228-

acre Chandler Airport Center
southwest of Cooper Road and the

San tan Freeway and owned by
Disney heir Bil Lund. Construc-

tion wil start before the end of the
year on more than 1 milion
square feet of offces, industriàl
buildingsand stores, and an addi-
tional 500;000 square feet are in,
the planning stage, he said.

"This is one of the most explo-
sive starts of a business park in

history," Crum said. "It's a demon-
stration of the location, the per-

ception that there's a pent-up de-
mand and the need for people to
live near where they work."

Surprisingly, the airport wasn't
the major draw for many of the de-
velopers, MacKay said. Access to
an educated workforce in the area
and protective zoning that sepa-

rates businesses from neighbor-
hood encroachment are the big at-
tractions for offices and manufac-
turers, she said.

Crum said there's a demand for
planned business parks with de-

sign standards and deed restric-
tions. Buyers "want to know that
someone isn't going to put a junk-
yard in next to them," he said.
Financial incentives also

played a role, MacKay said. Most
of the airpark is a state Enterprise
Zone, which allows as much as a
$3,000 tax credit for each employ-
ee hired and property-tax reduc-

tions for manufacturers.

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Other Valley airports

Deer Valley Airport: With operations pro-
jected to double in 20 years, Phoenix likely
will expand what is already the nation's third-
busiest general-aviation airport. One plan
could include the addition of a third runway,
at a cost of $14 million to $44 mill,ion, to ac-
commodate as many as 250,000 additional
operations a year. The airport, which is owned
by Phoenix, handles nearly 350,000 takeoffs
and landings of mostly small aircraft each
year, It doesn't have commercial airline traffic.

Scottsdale Airpark: In addition to the airport,
this site contains a booming commerce and
employment center. The city is considering
ways to improve traffic flow around the con-
gested area. One proposal is to build an
$82 million traffic tunnel connecting Buthe-
rus and Raintree drives.

Willams Gateway Airport: A push is on to
make this Mesa airport a reliever for Phoenix
Sky Harbor International Airport. Phoenix has
agreed topump $1.3 million into the airfield
annually through 2011, and theWilliams
Gateway~Airport Authority is looking for ways
to attract more commercial aviation. Now,Vi-
sion Air offers flghts four days a week to
North Las Vegas.
